Please choose the primary and the secondary topic from the list of Topics (see flyer “Call for Paper” on page 1 and 2).  References should be numbered [1] in sequence and in the format. Also please indicate the preferred format of your presentation: O: Oral or P: Poster. References should be numbered consecutively in the text, thus: "According to a recent theory [2]..." and collected at the end of the paper in the following styles, for journals, proceedings and books, respectively [3].
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
